Leader: For the sake of His sorrowful Passion,  

All: have mercy on us and on the whole world. 

    Prayed after all 5 decades of Chaplet are complete 

Leader: Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One,  

All: have mercy on us and on the whole world. (Repeat three times)
