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DID YOU KNOW?

Someone asked, ‘If | can not find a Christian wife, should | marry a non-Christian

woman? | yearn to have a wife and children.’

We often don't have control over whom we are attracted to or over our life circumstances.
Sometimes, we may fall in love with someone who is not of the Catholic faith. What are we to
do in such circumstances?

Sometimes, having a conversation with our intended fiancé about becoming a Roman
Catholic may be a good option, especially if he/she is not regularly practicing the faith into
which they were raised. Becoming of the same faith may bring the two of you together in a
greater way!

If that is not an option, the Catholic Church permits its members to marry someone outside of
the faith, though it views such unions as "mixed marriages." To marry a non-Catholic Christian,
the Catholic party must obtain permission from their local bishop, while marrying someone who
is not baptised requires a special dispensation.

When a mixed marriage does occur, the Church encourages the Roman Catholic spouse to
continue practising his/her faith and hopes that any children that are born will be raised
Roman Catholic. While it respects personal choice, the Church also cautions about potential
challenges in maintaining religious unity within the family when both spouses are not of the
same faith tradition.
